On the foundation website, you can access all your personal employee information regarding taxes, pay, etc. In order to create a pin:

1. Go to foundation.sdsu.edu

2. Click on employee gateway on the right hand side of the page

3. Your user id is your red id number located on your pay stub.

4. Click on request pin and follow the instructions.

5. You can also set up a foundation email address if you do not already have one.

6. Once you have a pin, you can log into employee gateway at your convenience.

How do we get involved on the local and national level? There are a lot of great organizations that advocate for and with individuals with disabilities. Some provide the opportunity to become a member who receive updates on important information that directly affect the people we support. Other organizations have local meetings that are open for all to attend. It is important that we stay informed and proactive when it comes to standing up for equal rights for all people. The following are just a few organizations that have the same values and beliefs that we do:

TASH (tash.org ) is an international public interest group for people with disabilities and their advocates. The organization works towards inclusive communities through advocacy, education, and research. 

CALTASH (tash.org/chapters/caltash/)  is the California Chapter of TASH. 

The California Supported Living Network or CSLN (supportedliving.com ) “is a statewide organization of people and agencies committed to the belief that every Californian with a developmental disability can live in his or her own home if provided the supports and services needed to be safe and successful”. 
San Diego People First’s (sandiegopeoplefirst.com ) mission statement is “to educate and support people with developmental disabilities in San Diego County.” There are links to Self Advocacy groups, business meetings, conferences, etc. found on their website. 
The San Diego Regional Center (sdrc.org ) “serves as a focal point in the community through which a person with a developmental disability and his or her family can obtain services and be linked to other community resources within San Diego and Imperial counties.” 
CIRCL's (allenshea.com/CIRCL/CIRCL.html ) mission is “to create opportunities for building and sharing individual, organizational and community strengths in supported living.” 
The State Council on Developmental Disabilities (scdd.ca.gov/Area_Board/13/Visitor_Information.htm ) “is established by state and federal law as an independent state agency to ensure that people with developmental disabilities and their families receive the services and supports they need. The State Council includes 13 Area Board locations to serve the consumer population of California. Area Boards are responsible for ensuring the protection of the legal, civil, and service rights of persons who require services or who are receiving services through publicly funded agencies that serve or may serve persons with developmental disabilities.” Area Board XIII is San Diego County’s local area board.
